All rides depart from the Nelsonville Depot, located at 33 E. Canal Street on U.S. Route 33 
in Nelsonville, Ohio (see map below). This is 56 miles southeast of Columbus, Ohio, from 
the I-70 intersection, and 13 miles north of Athens, Ohio. 

Note: If you are coming from the Mansfield-Akron-Canton area, please take 77S to 
Cambridge then 70W to 33S to Nelsonville. This route is faster and easier than those 
suggested by Google and MapQuest. 
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
