Royal Ranger rules are different.  
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·  Maximum Length:  7½ inches (including all attachments) 

·  Maximum Width:  2¾ inches (including all attachments) 

·  Maximum Height:  3 inches (including all attachments) 

·  Maximum Weight:  5 ½ ounces (156 grams) 

·  Minimum Under Car Clearance:  �  inch 

·  Minimum Between Wheels:  1¾ inches 

·  **Use the diagram shown as a guide** 
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·  Only the Official BSA Grand Prix Pinewood Derby® Kit. 

·  Kits are available for purchase at Akron Springfield AG. 

·  You must build a new car 
using the wood, wheels, 
and axles provided in the 
official kit. 
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·  Smoothing and trimming are allowed. 

·  If you ruin an axle or wheel when building your car, we 
have extra officially approved parts for purchase. 
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·  Details and attachments can be added to your car as long 

as they don’t exceed the size and weight limitations. 

·  Weights should be secure. If you add weight to the bottom 
of your car, be sure to keep the minimum clearance. 

·  Modifications within the rules are encouraged. Be creative! 
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·  No after-market wheels and axles. 

·  No solid, straight-through axle arrangement. 

·  No bearings or bushings allowed on axles or wheels. 

·  No propulsion devices other than gravity. 

·  No lubricants other than dry powder lubricants. 
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·  Each car must be registered, inspected, measured, and 

weighed. No adjustments after final weigh-in. 

·  Races will be timed, with the top five entrants in each 
class determined by each entrant’s average speed. 

·  If a car leaves the track, that race will be re-run. If the 
same car leaves the track on the second run, it will be 
disqualified for that race. 

·  Awards will be presented to the top five by speed in each 
class, as well as one workmanship award per class. 
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·  Entrants should design and work on their own cars. 

·  K-2nd Graders should do at least 20% of the work. 

·  3rd - 5th Graders should do at least 50% of the work. 

·  6th - 8th Graders should do at least 75% of the work. 

·  High Schoolers should do at least 90% of the work. 

·  Speed of the car is highly dependant upon careful 
placement of wheels and axles. Parental involvement at 
this point would be recommended. And be careful with 
those power tools!
